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                     Mentors needed: Australia’s future grain leaders want you

Projects being undertaken include scoping and developing an industry-wide traceability tool to meet emerging needs for Quality Assurance of grain, promoting the grains industry as a career choice, developing a communication strategy for researchers in the Australian pulse industry, improving communications between growers and traders and addressing grain market opportunities for bags and containerised grain into Asia.
